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Sustainability Policy

Woolley are committed to continually improving the integration of sustainability into our working environment and business practices. Establishing sustainable development is a clear feature of Woolley’s decision-making.

Paper

We minimise our use of paper and other office consumables, for example by double-siding all paper used where possible. We re-use paper for draft printing and file copies. We buy in recycled paper to print clean copies. We regularly use email instead of paper to communicate.

Recycling

In almost all cases we reuse or recycle office waste, including paper, computer supplies and redundant equipment in addition to food waste such as apple cores and tealeaves. 

Energy

We reduce the energy consumption of our office equipment by purchasing energy efficient equipment and good housekeeping including using energy efficient light bulbs. We also ensure that equipment is switched off when it is not being used in order to save energy. We ensure that all equipment is switched off at nighttime where practical. As our office equipment is replaced we purchase the most energy efficient equipment when compared with alternatives of a similar cost and performance.  We are currently monitoring electricity use in our offices.

Training

We educate, train and motivate our staff to work in an environmentally responsible manner and to play a full part in developing new ideas and initiatives. Not only do we encourage sustainability with our staff, we also encourage and educate associates and clients to be environmentally aware. 

Procurement

We purchase products and use suppliers locally wherever practical and prefer to use suppliers with likeminded green policies. When entertaining clients, we use local food from our vegetable garden. 

Transport

We avoid unnecessary business travel to minimise carbon emissions. Where possible we use a web cam, skype and speakers to confer with clients, saving a business trip for a meeting. When we do have business meetings we minimise the impact by maximising the use of public transport or cycling. We also have journeys registered on liftshare.com and regularly share lifts to conferences and meetings.

Premises

We are making the building in which Woolley operates more eco-friendly by introducing solar technology and a more effective eco- friendly heating system.  All office windows are secondary or double-glazed and a second layer of thermal insulation has been installed throughout the roof space. 
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
